1.1.3. the copyright registrations and applications for registration set forth on Schedule 3 hereto and all issuances, extensions, and renewals thereof (the "Copyrights");

1.1.4. all rights of any kind whatsoever of the Assignor accruing under any of the foregoing provided by applicable law of any jurisdiction, by international treaties and conventions, and otherwise throughout the world;

2. RECORDATION AND FURTHER ACTIONS

The Assignor hereby authorizes the Commissioner for Patents and the Commissioner for Trademarks in the United States Patent and Trademark Office, and the Register of Copyrights in the United States Copyright Office, (and officials of corresponding entities or agencies in any applicable jurisdictions) to record and register this IP Assignment upon request by the Assignee. Following the date hereof, upon the Assignee's reasonable request and at the Assignee's sole cost and expense, the Assignor shall take such steps and actions, and provide such cooperation and assistance to the Assignee and its successors, assigns, and legal representatives, including the execution and delivery of any affidavits, declarations, oaths, exhibits, assignments, powers of attorney, or other documents, as may be reasonably necessary to effect, evidence, or perfect the assignment of the Assigned IP to the Assignee or any assignee or successor thereto.

3. COUNTERPARTS

This IP Assignment may be executed in counterparts, each of which shall be deemed an original, but all of which together shall constitute one and the same agreement.
